Alongside these activities are a more serious 
composition of new songs to praise God, drafting of sermons, the composition of church music 
and formation of choirs across the country. 

• The General Assembly of the CCT meets every two years, this year in October. Approximately 
500 representatives of churches throughout Thailand attend. Prayers are requested for the 
preparation of this time and for God’s presence to be authentic during the meetings. The prayer 
is that God's name is honoured in all that happens in these meetings and that all things are to his 
glory. 

• As Thailand enters rainy and monsoon season, please pray for those who experience flooding, 
damages, and agricultural loss. Fifty provinces are considered to be at risk from flooding, and 
preparation and surveillance plans are in place. 

	
Vanuatu 
Vanuatu Conference Churches of Christ (CCCV), Owen Banisu 

Praise God: 

• We have a new registration with the Vanuatu Financial Service Commission (VFSC), expanding 
our sphere of work.

Praise God: 

• We had a very productive conference where attendees felt they had learned much. 

• For a successful Pastor's retreat. The topic was “What it means to be a full-time minister in a 
church.” BJ led the seminar and was assisted by Pastor Madzore and Pastor Watungwa 

Pray For: 

• Establishing church buildings in this challenging environment, even though people struggle to 
earn a living due to the country's drought. The churches are Mabwematema, Palawani, and 
Zvishavane Urban. 

• Pray for Pastor Maseru, who started work on August 1 at Mururezi Church, our fast-growing new 
Church. 

Showers of Blessing (OSBT), Boniface Mpofu 

Praise God: 

• The plight of all Zimbabweans, both rural and urban. The ongoing drought and dry spells pose 
various food and water challenges. This, in turn, is raising prices for essential staple foods such 
as maize meal as the supply is decreasing, which drives prices higher. We pray that we do not 
end up like Samaria in 2 Kings 6:25, where a donkey’s head sold for 80 shekels of silver.  

Pray For: 

• The onset of the rains. So that we may have relief from water shortages and a sturdy, reliable 
rainy season, which will allow for a season of replenishing crops and a good harvest.  

• As we enter a new phase of borehole drilling, pray that we may have a 100 percent success rate. 
The need for water is dire in the current season, as many open water sources have dried up, and 
only reliable boreholes remain in use.
